1. Candidate Portfolio

Must be submitted at least 60 days prior to the scheduled testing date: This portfolio includes a completed Application
Checklist, current criminal history background check, signed Code Of Ethical Conduct, certification fee of $200 and an
application form, documenting:

® 2,000 hours of verified alcohol, tobacco and other drug (ATOD) prevention experience
® \Verification of at least 120 experiential hours in the five prevention domains (minimum 10 hours per domain):
Planning and Evaluation

Education and Skill Development
Community Organization

Public Policy and Environmental Change Application materials

®  Documentation of a minimum of 150 clock hours comprised of at least:
14 hour ATOD education/training

50 hours ATOD prevention education/training

10 hours risk and protective factor education/training
70 hours general prevention education/training
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6 hours prevention-specific ethics education/training

2. Examination

The candidate must achieve a passing score on the International Certification and Reciprocit; Consortium written
prevention examination, usually scheduled four times each year ( March, June, September aiid December).

3. Notification

The PSCBW will notify all candidates about the outcome of their application. For those awarc :d a CPP, the credential
remains in effect two years from the date of certification.

4. Renewal

Documentation of 40 continuing education units total to be earned in two years, to include 2°) hours of general
prevention and 20 hours of ATOD prevention.

Completion of current criminal history background check and renewal fee of $75.
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
